What is the Word-Wise Web Writer?

	If you downloaded WWWWPRO (the shareware filename  for WWWW) you probably already know it is a Word for Windows 6 (or higher) shareware template for creating and editing HTML (HyperText Markup Language) documents for your web pages. If not, consider yourself now up to speed. It is not a standalone HTML editor.

	The ultimate goal of WWWW is to simplify the process of creating your web pages by putting you in an interface you’re comfortable with, namely Word for Windows, resulting in a minimized learning curve. Second, the design of WWWW was (and will continue to be) directed toward a simplified and ‘guiding hand’ approach. That is, WWWW will cut through the thorny bush of HTML, HTML+, HTML 3.0, Netscape Extensions, etc., and give you just what you — the web author — need to meet your everyday HTML needs.

	Unlike other add-ins or standalone editors, WWWW doesn’t try to be all things to all people, an approach which is often confusing, especially to the beginning HTML coder. Rather, WWWW concentrates on areas that receive the most use in the most pages. WWWW intentionally does not come preloaded with its own menu along with a bewildering array of sub-menus and sub-sub menus. Instead, you’ll find all the tools you’ll need most on the colorful "WWWW HTML" toolbar. If it’s not on the toolbar, it’s not in WWWW. Sounds simple, doesn’t it. Just don’t lose the toolbar. Relax, folks, that was just a joke... er, feeble attempt at humor.

	I mentioned a ‘guiding hand’ approach a few paragraphs back. Let me explain. In order to simplify the process of getting your HTML code down on paper, to use an antiquated metaphor, WWWW incorporates mini-templates within the template. For example, if you choose an Unordered  (bulleted) List tag or an Ordered (numbered) List tag , WWWW starts you off  with a set of three list items, including all the HTML code as well as sample text for each item, going so far as to highlight (i.e., select, not the color highlight feature in Word 7 for Windows 95)  the first instance of sample text to be replaced by your actual list item. Each list tag’s toolbar button has a button next to it for adding another item to the list. By including and selecting the sample text, WWWW eliminates a lot of the confusion for beginners — “Where do I put my information in all this mess?” — and helps sort the clutter of spewed HTML code for more advanced web spinners.

	Another example: if you choose the TABLE button, WWWW inserts the HTML tags you need to display your table on a web browser, as do many other HTML editors. WWWW, however, goes an extra step and places sample user text (with a style called UserText... hmm, actual logic at work here...) in the appropriate places, guiding you in the creation of your web page masterpiece. WWWW even highlights the first instance of the sample text you need to replace.

	Yet another example of the ‘guiding hand,’ well, common sense actually, is that some toolbar buttons combine like functions. For instance, each of the six heading levels can be selected from one button instead of cluttering up the screen and confusing the  user with six buttons. You click the Level Headings button, select the heading level you want, then type in the heading text and you’re done.

	Finally, WWWW incorporates a WYSIAWYG (sic) approach to help you visualize your page while you create it.

What the heck is WYSIAWYG?

	No, that’s not a typo. This is still Word for Windows we’re talking about, not an expensive standalone HTML editor. WWWW walks the line between WYSIWYG (What You See Is What You Get) and WYSIAWYG (What You See Is Almost What You Get.) Headings (from Level 1 down to Level 6) appear as large text in proportion to the level. The style for the HTML code (style name HTMLCode... hmm, there’s that logic thing again) is blue and with the flip of a virtual switch (actually, the Hide HTML Code button) you can hide it. Another button reveals it again. Additionally, your linked text (Style = ?? Anyone? That’s right, LinkText) is green so that it stands out when you’re in development: you’ll know which words are your anchors to your other HTML pages, or external sites, etc.

A Text Editor By Any Other Name

	Let’s be frank, if you know HTML you can get the job done with a basic text editor. Although this is not recommended for long periods of time if sanity is part of your recommended daily mental-health regimen.

	However, if you don’t want to worry about getting the exact syntax right (when you can remember it!) for all those many, many HTML tags, and if you like the ability to hide or display your HTML code at will, and if you want to see linked anchor text pop out of all those jumbled <'s and >'s along with your enlarged (naturally) headings, and if you want to know — without scratching your head while you flip through that reference book — just where to put your text in the middle of all that code, well then the Word-Wise Web Writer might just be the answer.

	Remember: just because that obscure or omitted HTML code you need isn’t included on the toolbar as a quick pick, you can always enter it manually. For best results, format the HTML Code with the HTMLCode style and the linked anchor text with the LinkText style... well, you get the idea.

Some WWWW Program & Version Upgrade Notes

	HTML documents must be saved in text mode. However, you’ll also want to retain all the benefits of the Word for Windows styles, color coding, font sizing, etc. Version 1.1 of the Word-Wise Web Writer smoothed the process of saving your document in HTML (text only) format with the Audit and Save as HTML toolbar button. This goes through a multi-step process to (1) remove any curly quotes, (2) count the number of single and double quotes (you’ll want an even number of each), (3) check to see if your >'s and your <'s are equal in number, then it (4) checks to see if you’ve already saved your document in the Word DOC format (if not, you’re prompted to do so), and if you have (5), your document is then saved as HOMEPAGE.HTM in text only with line breaks. You will no longer be prompted to save the document yet again — or risk losing formatting. The default saved text name (HOMEPAGE.HTM) can then be changed through regular file management means. You’ll always want to have both formats saved/synchronized: Word DOC format (for the WYSIAWYG coding) and HTM (text only with breaks.) Remember: web browsers will be totally confused if you feed them the DOC file and not the Text Only HTM file. (Note: Word for Windows 95 users can change the default htm name to use the full HTML extension for their Text Only versions.)

	Version 1.1 also fixed a syntax error with the closing </HEAD> tag in the FileNew & NewHTMLShell macros.

	Version 1.2 of the Word-Wise Web Writer includes these new and improved time-saving features:

Body Elements: one dialog box now lets you enter a background GIF and specify colors for background, text and links with 60 common Netscape colors included on a drop-down list for fast color picking! No more looking up color hex numbers in your HTML manual’s appendix, if it even has a color list in there.

A new image (IMG) attributes dialog box lets you specify your image and common attributes quickly. No more typing over sample text every time you insert an image.

The Simple Table button now complies with HTML 3.0 specifications.

Choose one of the sample background GIFs included to give your page a textured look right now!

	Version 1.3 and beyond??? You can help shape the next version of the Word-Wise Web Writer. Let me hear from you.

	WWWW tries to anticipate where you will need a break <BR> tag or an HTML 3.0 paragraph tag combo <P></P>. But a lot of this is personal choice in design layout and you may want to expand or condense various portions of your page.

	If you add your own codes or accidentally change any styles, the only functional problem will be if you entered incorrect/incomplete HTML syntax. HTML Code entered without the appropriate style will simply not ‘disappear’ when you click the Hide HTML button. This will become apparent if you use this feature. Simply highlight the code and select the correct style from the style drop down list on the formatting toolbar.

Where Do We Go From Here

	Note the Version 1.2 notice at the top of this document. It’s there for an important reason. HTML is growing in many new and exciting directions. Version 1.2 is not meant to be the last word (pardon the pun) in HTML editing. Actually, I’m counting on you to direct the course of the next version.

	As stated above, WWWW is meant to cover the majority of HTML coding. I would request that all users, not just those who register, send their comments about which areas of HTML they would like to see added or simply expanded. Popular sentiment will drive the development of the WWWW project. Those choosing to registered version 1.x are in for a pleasant surprise. Read on for more information.
