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Win95 Logo Organizer is a simple program that lets you change and organize your logos (we intend the pop up screens that appear when you start or close a Win95 session). The bitmaps that appear are the following files:





LOGO.SYS�
in the root directory�
contains the screen that you see every time you start Win95�
�
LOGOW.SYS�
in the windows directory�
contains the screen that tells you to wait a moment while system is shutting down�
�
LOGOS.SYS�
in the windows directory�
tells you that you can safely power off your computer�
�



You can make your own logos creating a bitmap of 320x400x256 (320 pixel in height, 400 in width and 256 colors) in Paint and saving it as one of the files shown before and change the old with the one you’ve just created. If you don’t respect this dimension simply the images chosen won’t be shown (the file must have an exact size of 129,078 bytes otherwise you have done something wrong).


If the LOGO.SYS file is missing, Win95 automatically shows the standard Win95 logo: to disable it, you have to put in MSDOS.SYS the line Logo=0 in the [Options] section.





WHAT’S NEW IN VERSION 2.0


The new version has a improved system for managing your logo files: you can preview bitmaps and the drag them to create a new logo set. You can also change your logos by double clicking on the big picture showing the currently selected logo..





HOW DOES WIN95 LOGO ORGANIZER WORKS


The application interface is self explanatory. In the list at the right you have all the LOGO set (every set contains three logo that are shown in the bottom of the window. Selecting an item in the list, you can view all the logo associated to it. You can view the actual configuration of your machine clicking on Current Win95 Setting.


The program will create a directory for every new logo set you’ll create. When you first start your application, it will create a directory called Win95 Default in which are saved the logos you had when you installed the program.


Adding and modifying logos is simple: click the Logo Browser button and create your set, by selecting the image file (it can be a BMP or SYS, remember that it must be 320x400x256) and putting them in the chosen box, type the name of the logo and then click on Create or Update.


The order in which the image appear are the same as the main screen (1st is LOGO.SYS, starting screen, 2nd is LOGOW.SYS, waiting screen. 3rd LOGOS.SYS shutting down screen).


You can also quickly create a new set, creating a new subfolder (in the program folder) and put in it the three logo files. Then program automatically will see them.

INSTALLATION NOTES: once unzipped the 95LOGO2.ZIP in the desired folder, if you don’t have the VB4 runtime libraries, you have to extract the file VB4RUN.ZIP in your WINDOWS\SYSTEM folder. The VB4RUN.ZIP file contains the following runtime files: VB40032.DLL, MSVCRT40.DLL, OLEPRO32.DLL.





KNOWN PROBLEM WITH DRIVESPACE: if Drivespace is installed on your machine, you won’t be able to change the LOGO.SYS file (it remains the same). You have to manually copy the file in the root directory of the host drive. Maybe it will be corrected in the future releases.
